Car Rider - Parent Drop Off /Pick Up
Some friendly reminders:

1. Please remain in your vehicle when dropping off and
picking up. A CES staff member or safety patrol will
assist with your student exiting and entering the
vehicle.

PBIS Rewards has a Family App that will give you some
insight into how your child is doing with respect to our PBIS
program. The Family App will run on most smart devices,
including smartphones and tablets. You can find it in the
iPhone/iPad App Store, Google Play, and the Amazon App
Store. Just search for "PBIS Rewards Family."

Once you have installed the app, you will have to confirm
your relationship to your student by certifying that you are a
parent or guardian. Once you have done this you will be
able to see your student’s progress with PBIS Rewards.

You can add more than one student to the app, even if they
go to different schools, as long as the school is using PBIS
Rewards. We encourage you to talk with your student about
what they must do to be successful with PBIS Rewards and
to encourage them when you see them being successful.
