KG, 1st, and 3rd grade: Health Screenings 
Nurse Smith is ge�ng more than usual returned “DO NOT’ screen leters. Remember that screening leter ONLY 
RETURNS IF YOU DO NOT WISH YOUR CHILD TO BE SCREENED. The Lions Club partners with SJCSD to provide vision 
screenings u�lizing the SPOT Vision Screener which is a no contact, non-invasive vision screening to evaluate vision 
abnormali�es. Hearing screening is done by u�lizing an audiometer.  Students wear headphones to listen to tones at 
various levels.   These screenings help determine any vision and hearing abnormali�es that may nega�vely affect 
overall health and academic performance.  
 
Dental Services 
Big Smiles – dental forms were sent home for all grade levels, PK-5th.  Big Smiles will be on campus Tuesday, 
September 30th – Friday October 3rd, providing FREE dental services for students who have been enrolled.
